e) All necessary essential accessories should be indicated separately.  

 

f) The rates quoted by the bidder shall be fixed for the duration of the contract and shall 

not be subject to adjustment on any account. 

 

g) The Prices shall be quoted in Indian Rupees only.

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c. Certificate of Distributorship/Authorization from Original Equipment Manufacturer

d. Self-declaration to the effect the bidder is not insolvent, in receivership, bankrupt or 

being wound up or subject to legal proceedings for any of these circumstances.  

e. Self-declaration that the bidder’s business activities are not suspended or debarred from 

public procurement by the State Government of Meghalaya, any other State 

Government or Government of India. 

f. Submission of Self-Declaration complying to point no. 5 (d)  

 

7. Validity of Quotation: Quotations shall remain valid for a period not less than 90 days after 

the deadline date specified for submission. 

 

8. Evaluation of Quotations: The Purchaser will evaluate and compare the quotations lot wise 

that are determined to be substantially responsive i.e. which 

 

(a) are properly signed; and 

(b) confirm to the terms and conditions and specifications. 

(c) GST, registration and Insurance Cost and cost of accessories will not be taken into 

consideration while evaluating the quotations.  

(d) Any historical information, if required may be asked from the bidders during evaluation of 

quotes. 

 

 

9. Award of contract: The Purchaser will award the supply order to the bidder whose quotations 

have been determined to be substantially responsive in adhering to the submission of all 

required documents and who has offered the lowest evaluated quotation price and compliance 

to the latest make of the correct model. The announcement for this procurement will be 

published at www.nhmmeghalaya.nic.in   

  

a. Notwithstanding the above, the Purchaser reserves the right to accept or reject any 

quotations and to cancel the bidding process and reject all quotations at any time prior 

to the award of contract. The current quantity may increase at the time of issuing the 

Purchase Order. 

b. The bidder whose quotation is accepted will be notified of the issue of Supply Order by 

the Purchaser prior to expiration of the quotation validity period. The terms of the 

accepted offer shall be incorporated in the supply order (sample form attached). 

c. An Inspection Report will be issued (Sample form attached) by the Purchaser on 

receiving the vehicle. 

9. Payment shall be made within 60 days after delivery of the vehicle. 

10. Normal commercial warranty/ guarantee of minimum 2 year should be applicable to the supplied 

vehicle. (Extended warranty if required will be mentioned in the technical specifications.)
